BONNIE BLUE RUFFLE

This adorable pattern was first seen in solids on Knitty.com, designed by Christine Schwender, but we have modified it with a tweed base, using Key West Karibbean Kotton.  Use any color combination!
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MATERIALS

1 (2,2,2,3)balls Key West Karibbean Kotton in Kelly green  Color A
2 (3,3,3,4) balls Key West Karibbean Kotton in white  Color B
2 (3,3,3,4)balls Key West Karibbean Kotton in turquoise  Color C
Size 8 needles both straights and a 24” circular, Stitch holders

Sizes 2 (4,6,8,10)

Tweed Pattern (uses 2 colors)  Repeat these four rows.

Row 1 (RS):  Using Color B, K1, *K1 in stitch below, K1; rep from * to end.

Row 2:  Using Color B, Knit

Row 3:  Using Color A, K1 in row below, *K1, K1 in st below; rep from * to end.

Row 4:  Using Color A, Knit.

BODY
Using Color A, CO 47 (51, 55, 59, 63) sts.  Knit 4 rows.  Begin Tweed pattern until piece measures 8 ½ (9 ½, 10 ½ , 12 ½ 14 ½) inches, ending with Row 4 of pattern repeat.  Place all stitches on a holder.
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RUFFLE

With circular needles and using Color C CO 92 (100,108,116 124) sts.  Knit 3 rows.  Work in stockinette until piece measures 2 ½, (2 ½ , 3, 3 ½, 4) inches.  End with a RS row.  Next row:  P1, P2TOG to last st, P1.  Do not break yarn.  Join Ruffle to Body by placing ruffle piece in front of body piece with RSs of both pieces facing you.  Both needles will be facing the same way.  With a 3rd needle, insert needle through one loop on each needle, Knit them together, continue across row.  Knit three rows.  Next row (RS) BO all sts.  Repeat directions to make a front and back.  After two pieces are complete, sew up the sides and ruffle seams.
STRAPS (make two)

Using Color C, CO 3 (3,4,4,4) sts.  Knit until strap measures 5 (6, 7,8, 9) inches.  Sew straps to garment 2 ½ (3,3,3,3 ½) inches from each side.  Weave in ends.
