MYRA’S DIAGONAL TOP
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Sizes:  S (M, L)

Measurements:  Finished Bust:  34 (38, 42) inches

Back Length:  20 (22, 22) inches

Materials:  A:  1 (2, 2) half skeins Prism Light Stuff  (sample shown in Senegal)

                  B:   3 (4, 4) balls Crystal Palace Choo Choo (sample shown in color 1611)

                  Size 8 needles, H crochet hook

Gauge:
       20 sts and 24 rows = 4 inches in garter stitch

Garment is made by knitting four pieces.  Two pieces are knitted with Light Stuff at the bottom.  By alternating colors you will achieve a look of diagonal blocks of color and texture.

Panels 1 & 2:  With A, CO 2 sts.  Row 2:  K 2 sts.  Row 3:  Knit, increase 1 stitch at the beginning of every row.  Repeat Row 3 until there are 51 (56, 61) sts.  Break strand and change to B.  Continue in bias pattern as follows:  RS:  Increase on stitch at the beginning of the row; work across row to last 2 sts: K2TOG.  WS:  Knit.  Continue in bias pattern until there are 48 rows (24 garter ridges) on the outside edge.  Shape Shoulders:  Dec 1 stitch at the beginning of every row.  When 35 sts remain, BO.
Panels 3 & 4:  Cast on with B and repeat Panels 1 & 2, changing colors.  Sew together panels at shoulders and middle.  
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Sleeves:  Pick up 64 sts at armhole.  Work 54 rows (27 ridges), alternating colors every 4th row once, and every 8 rows once.  BO.  
Finishing:  Sew all seams.  With crochet hook, single crochet around neck and botton edge, using contrasting yarn.
