Yarn Over Shell

Designed by Irina Poludnenko From Takhi Spring Summer Collection, 2003
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Sizes: Petite, Small, Medium, Large

Knitted measurements: 35 (39, 43, 47)

Length: 17 (18 ½, 20, 21)

Materials: 4(5,6,7) hanks (each 105 yds) Araucania Nature Cotton Color 01
One Pair size 8  needles

OR SIZE TO OBTAIN GAUGE

GAUGE: 16 sts. and 20 rows equals 4 inches in stockinette stitch.

MAKE SURE TO CHECK  YOUR GAUGE

TEXTURE STRIPE SEQUENCE: Work *4 rows garter stitch (knit every row), 12 rows stockinette stitch, 2 rows garter stitch, 8 rows stockinette stitch; rep from * for texture stripe sequence.

PATTERN STITCH:

Lace pattern: (Multi 2 sts.)

Rows 1 and 2 Knit

Row 3 (RS) Knit

Row 4: K1, *yo, p2tog; rep from * to last st, end k1.

Rep rows 1-4 for lace pattern.

BACK AND FRONT (BOTH ALIKE)

CO 70 (78, 86, 94) sts; beg Texture Stripe Sequence. Work even until piece measures 9 ½ 
(10 1/2, 11 ½, 12 ½) “ from beginning, end WSR.

Shape Armhole: (RS) Cont. as est., BO 4 (4,4,5) sts at beg of next 2 rows, 3 sts next 2 rows, 2 sts next (2,4,4) rows – 52 (56, 64,70) sts remain. Change to Lace Pattern; dec. 1 st. each side every row 4 rows 7 times – 38 (42, 50, 56) sts remain. Work even until armhole measures 7 ½ (8, 8 ½, 8 ½) “ from beginning, end WSR.
Shape Neck: (RS) Work across to center 18 (24, 30, 36) sts; join a second ball of yarn and BO center sts, work to end. Working both sides at same time, at each neck edge BO 4 sts once, 3 sts once, 2 sts once, BO rem sts.

FINISHING

Block pieces to measurements. Sew side seams. 

Armhole band: RS facing, pick up and knit 70 (78, 82, 82) sts around armhole edge; work 3 rows garter st. (RS). BO all sts knitwise. 

Neck band: RS facing, using circular needle, pick up and knit *38 (44,50,56) sts along Back neck edge; CO 12 sts; rep from * along Front neck edge; CO 12 sts – 100 (112, 124, 136) sts. Join; work 6 rnds of circular garter stitch (this means knit one round, purl one round), and BO all sts knitwise.
