
ROBIN TURNER CHEVRON SWEATER 
 

 
MEASUREMENTS 
BUST 34 (38, 42, 47)” 
LENGTH 21 (21, 22, 22)” 
 
MATERIALS 
2 (3, 3, 3) SKEINS RT PRIMA PIMA COTTON COLOR (A)  BLACK 
1 (2, 2, 2) SKEINS EACH COLOR (B & C) WHITE, TWEED 
1 PAIR SIZE 6 (4MM) NEEDLES 
OR SIZE TO OBTAIN GAUGE 
STITCHE HOLDERS  
FOUR BUTTONS  
 
GAUGE 23 STS. AND 24 ROWS = 4”/10CM IN CHEVRON STITCH 
 
PATTERN STITCHES  
K1, P1 Rib (multiple of 2 sts. + 1) 
Chevron stitch (multiple of 12 sts + 3) 
Row 1 (RS) K1, *K1, yo, K4, S2KP, K4, yo, rep. from* to last 2 sts., K2 
Row 2 (WS) Purl 
Repeat Rows 1-2 for Chevron stitch 
Stripe Sequence 
Rows 1-12 Work in Chevron stitch with A 
Rows 13 -24 Work in Chevron stitch with B 
Rows 25 – 36 Work in Chevron stitch with C 
Repeat Rows 1-36 for Stripe Sequence. 
 
Note: When shaping garment, be sure to count after each decrease to make sure pattern is correct.   Sometimes you 
may have to work a single decrease, rather than a double decrease to keep stitch count correct. 
 
BACK 
With A, cast on 99 (111, 123, 135) sts. Work two knit rows and begin pattern. 
(RS) Begin Chevron stitch and Stripe Sequence work even until piece measures 13” from beg. End Row 10 
of Strip Sequence 
Shape Armholes 
(RS) Bind of 4 (5, 6, 7) sts. At beg of next 2 rows – 91(101, 111, 121) sts. rem. 
(RS) Dec 1 st at each end of every RS rows 4 (5, 6, 7) times – 83 (91, 99, 107) sts. rem. 
Work even until Armhole measures 71/2 ”(8, 81/2”, 9)” from beg. End with WS row. 
 
 
Shape Shoulders 
(RS) Bind off 15 (17, 19, 21) sts at beg of next 2 rows – 53 (57, 61, 65) sts rem. Place on holder for Back 
neck. 



 
FRONT 
Work as for Back start with two knit rows, until piece measures 11 1/2” from beg, end with Row 9 of Stripe 
Sequence. 
Shape Placket 
(WS) Purl 46 (52, 58, 64) sts. And place on holder for Right Front, bind off 7 sts, purl 46 (52, 58, 64) sts. 
LEFT FRONT 
(RS Working on Left Front only, work even until piece measures 13 1/2” from beg, end with Row 10 of 
Stripe Sequence. 
Shape Armhole  
(RS) Bind off 4 (5, 6, 7) sts at beg of next row – 42 (47, 52, 57) sts. rem. 
Work 1 row even. 
(RS) Dec 1 st at beg of every RS row 4 (5, 6, 7) times – 38 (42, 46, 50) sts rem 
Work even until Armhole measures 3 (3 1/2, 4, 4 1/2,)” from beg end with a WS row. 
Shape Neck 
(RS) Work 26 ( 28, 30, 32) sts in pattern, place rem 12 (14, 16, 18) sts on holder. 
(WS) Bind off 3 sts at beg of next 2 WS rows, 2 sts at beg of next 2 WS rows, then dec 1 st at beg of WS 
row once – 15 (17, 19, 21) sts rem. 
Work even until Armhole measures same as Back to Shoulder shaping.  Bind of all sts. 
RIGHT FRONT 
Rejoin yarn at Right Front and work as for left front, reversing all shaping:  work Armhole shaping at 
beginning of WS rows and Neck shaping at beginning of RS rows. 
 
SLEEVES 
With A, cast on 75 (75, 87, 87) sts. 
Knit first two rows. 
(RS) Begin Chevron stitch and Strip Sequence: work 10 (12, 14, 16) rows. 
Shape Cap 
(RS) Bind off 4 (5, 6, 7) sts at beginning of next 2 rows – 67 (65, 75, 73) sts rem. 
(RS) Dec. 1 st at each end of every RS rows 12 (13, 14, 15) times – 43 (39, 47, 43) sts.rem 
(RS) Bind off 4(3, 4, 3) sts at beginning of next 6 rows – 19 (21, 23, 25) sts rem. 
Bind off all sts. 
 
FINISHING 
Block pieces to measurements. Sew shoulder seams.  Set in Sleeves sew side and Sleeve seams. 
Neckband 
With RS facing and C pick up and knit 135 (143, 151, 159) sts around Neck shaping, including sts from 
holders 
(WS) Begin k1, p1 rib: work 7 rows.  Bind off all Sts. in rib. 
 
Left Placket Edging 
With RS facing and C, pick up and knit 33 (37, 39, 43) sts down left placket edge. 
(WS) Begin k1, p1 rib: Work 7 rows, Bind off all sts in rib. 
 
Right Placket Edging 
With RS facing and C, pick up and knit 33 (37, 39, 43) sts  up right placket edge 
(WS) Begin k1, p1, rib: work 3 rows. 
 
Buttonhole Row (RS) Work 2 (4, 5, 7) sts in rib, *yo, k2tog, work 7 sts in rib: rep from *twice more, yo 
k2tog, work 2 (4,5,7) sts in rib 
Work 3 more rows in rib.  Bind off all sts in rib. 
 
Sew buttons opposite Buttonholes. Weave in ends.
