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Miss Cleo
There’s nothing like the look and feel of Egyptian cotton! Knit this simple top in Laines du Nord Cleo – knits up quick, with simple shaping. The added interest comes from the scalloped edges on the bottom and sleeves. Perfect for a night on the town!

Sizes: Small (Medium, Large)

Finished Measurements:  34 (36, 38)
Materials: 
Cleo 6 ( 7, 7)
Needles: 
U.S. 10 or size to obtain gauge

Crochet hook size H

Gauge: 14 st = 4” in stst

Sugar Scallops Border:
Row 1(WS) Purl
Row 2 K2, *k1 and sl back to LH needle, with RH needle, lift next 8 sts, 1 at a time, over this st and off needle, yo twice, k the first st again, k2; rep from * to end.

Row 3 K1, *p2tog, drop first yo of previous row, k1, p1, k1,  and p1 in second yo – 4 sts, p1; rep from *, end k1. 

Back:

CO 101 (112, 123) sts

Work Sugar Scallops border – rows 1-3 – 56 (62, 68) sts
Small size only: inc 3 sts evenly across row.

Large size only: dec 2 sts evenly across row.

Continue working  in stst on 59 (62, 66) sts until piece measures 13 ( 13 ½, 14) “ or desired length.
Shape armholes: 
(RS) BO 4 st at the beginning of the next 2 rows.  
Decrease 1 st each side, every other row, 3 times – 45 (48, 52) sts

Work even until piece measures 18 (18 ½, 19)”

Next row (RS) K 15 (16, 17) attach another ball of yarn, BO the center 15 (16, 18) st, K to end.

Working both sides at the same time, at each neck edge, BO 2 sts once, BO 1 st once.  
Continue until piece measure 21(21 ½, 22)” or desired length from CO edge. 
BO
Front: 
Work same as back.
Sleeves:  
CO 79 (90, 101) sts.
Work Sugar Scallops border – rows 1-3 – 44 (50, 56) sts
Continue in stst until sleeve measures 6 ½ (6 ½, 7) “or desired length.
Shape armhole: 
Bind off 4 sts at the beginning of the next 2 rows.  Dec 1 st each side, every other row 4 (5, 6) times.  
Dec 1 st each side every row 7 (8, 9) times.  
Work 3 (3, 5) rows even.  
BO remaining 14 (16, 18) sts.

Finishing:  
Block all pieces.
Sew shoulder and side seams.
Sew in sleeves.
Do one round of single crochet around neck opening, then do one round of “crab stitch” (aka reverse crochet) around neck opening. Weave in all ends.
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
