CALIFORNIA COLOR EASY BABY SWEATER

Perfect for Beginner Knitters!
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MATERIALS

3 balls Gedifra California Color (or about 350 yds of worsted cotton) 

Size 8 needles
Markers

This sweater is knitted in one piece and when laid flat before finishing, will look like a large “Red Cross” logo with neck opening in middle.   Can be knit in all garter stitch or combination of stockinette and garter as pictured above.
DIRECTIONS

Sized for Newborn (3 mos, 6 mos)

For Front, CO 40 (44, 48) sts.  K 1 row.  Work in garter st  for 26 rows.  Change to st st and work until piece measures 4 ½  (5, 6 ¼ ”) from beginning.  Begin Sleeve Shaping:  CO 22 (27, 32) sts at beg of next two rows.  Place marker between 4th and 5th st on the beginning and end of each sleeve.  Always work those “cuff” sts in garter.  Otherwise, work even in st st until piece measures 6 ½ (7 ½ , 8 ¾”) from beginning. (Note:  There is no need to place markers if knitting entire garment in garter st.)
CALIFORNIA COLOR EASY BABY SWEATER cont’d

Shape Neck Opening:  Work 37 (44, 51) sts, join second ball of yarn and BO center 10 sts, work even to end of row.  While working both sides at once, BO from each neck edge 2 sts once, then dec 1 st every other row 1 (1,2) times and then every 4th row once.  33 (40, 46) sts will remain on each side.  Work even until piece measures 8 (9, 10 ½”) from beg, ending with a RS row.  Next row:  K 33 (40, 46) , CO 16 (16, 18) sts for the back of neck, work to end. Continue working even for 31 rows.  Decrease for sleeves:  BO 22 (27, 32) sts at beg of next two rows which will leave 40 (44, 48) sts for the back of sweater. Continue in st st for 13 rows.  Change to garter and work for 26 rows.  BO.
Finishing:  Sew up sleeves and side seams.  You may choose to leave neck band plain or use crochet hook and crab st to finish off neck opening.
