SIX-THIRTEEN CARRIAGE COVER
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Your new arrival will arrive in style with this adorable, easy to knit carriage cover.  A fantastic project for the beginner because all the stitches are in garter.  Choose to make a carriage cover or full-blown blanket, Baby!

MATERIALS  Carriage Cover size 24 by 24”

Size 6 needle

Size 13 needle

COLOR A:  2 balls Luz Color (or approx 200 yds chunky microfibre yarn

COLOR B:  2 balls Debbie Bliss Pure Cotton (or approx 150 yds Worsted weight cotton)

Optional:  Satin ribbon for fringe

NOTE:  Use size 6 needle when working with Cotton throughout project.  Use size 13 needle when working with microfibre yarn throughout.

With Color A and size 13 needles, CO 72 sts.  Work in garter for 6 rows.  Change to Color B and smaller needles and work in garter for 6 rows.  ALWAYS CHANGE COLOR on RIGHT SIDE OF WORK.

Repeat above 12 row pattern until desired length.  Finish with Color A and size 13 needles, knitting six rows.  BO loosely.  Weave in ends.  Choose to finish perimeter with satin ribbon or leave plain.  The unfringed carriage cover will have a lovely scalloped edge that naturally occurs because of the needle changes.
FOR BABY BLANKET CAST ON 90 stitches and work up to 36 inches or desired length.  Use 3 balls each color for the larger size project.
