FELTED NORO PICOT EDGE SATCHEL
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This campy bohemian bag boasts a feminine picot edge along the top, giving it an unusual felted appearance.  Knitting up with ease in no time flat, this purse makes a fun weekend project for beginners and advanced alike!
MATERIALS (use corresponding colorways)

1 ball Noro Kureon

1 ball Noro Silk Garden

1 ball Mauch Chunky

1 leather purse handle

1 size 10 circular needle (32 inches)

With Mauch Chunky, CO 8 sts.  While working in straight garter stitch for base of purse, increase the first stitch of every row until you have 50 sts.  Knit next 2 rows.  Continuing in garter, decrease by knitting the first two stitches together at the beginning of each row until 8 sts remain on needle.  With Noro, pick up and knit 120 sts around perimeter of base.  Working in the round, knit with Noro yarns and Mauch Chunky (randomly changing the colorways as you wish) until piece measures 12” high from where you picked up at the base.  In the next round, *K1, K2TOG* for the entire round.  Change to Mauch Chunky and knit for 3 additional inches. Begin creating picot edging by doing the following pattern for one round:  * YO, K2TOG*.  ( If desired, you may do a double YO for larger eyelets, but make sure to gingerly drop the second YO in following round.)   Knit the next 4 rounds.  BO loosely.  With darning needle, tack the fold over flap to the inside of purse to create picot edge.

Felt the bag in a top-loader washing machine in hot water.  Sew on handles with darning needle and corresponding yarn.  If desired embellish purse with felted bobbles or felted I-cord. 
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
