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BABY BOBBLE HATS!

This recipe is one for the history books—really!  Your friends and relatives will have to snap a photo of their little one in this adorable one-of-a-kind creation that you will enjoy knitting!

Sample Gauge:  
Size 7 circular
    5 sts = 1 inch

ALWAYS CALCULATE YOUR GAUGE BEFORE YOU BEGIN.

For Toddler  (12 months to 3 years) --19 inch circumference

    Refer to Human Hat Stat for Alternate Sizes

Cast on 95 sts.  Join ends carefully so as not to twist, and work  in the round for a minimum of 8 rounds.  The bottom edge of your hat will curl up.  You may begin changing colors at this point.  Continue working in the round and adding various stitches like reverse stockinette, bobbles, loop stitches, Fair Isle, checks—whatever your heart desires!  Remember to always change your yarn color in the “knit” side of your work.  Doing so on the purl side will result in an awkward-looking line.  Keep free-style knitting until your work measures 6.5 inches from the bottom of the roll.  (i.e.  do not unroll brim for measurement)  
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At this point begin decreasing to form crown.  You will decrease by K2TOG every 5th stitch until your work gets so small that you cannot go any further.  Break off 10” of yarn, place on tapestry needle and “sew” the strand through the remaining loops.  Pull tight and knot off.
Top hat with an I-cord, squiggles, or tassels.  Voila!  Your masterpiece is kid-ready!

Bobble:
Knit in the front and back of the st 4 times.  Remove from needle.  Turn work around and purl back. K2TOG, K2TOG, Bind off.
I-Cord:  
On a DPN, cast on 3 sts.  Knit all.  Slide work to opposite end and without 
   
 turning, knit, forming a stockinette mini-tube until desired length.
Squiggles:  
Cast on 15sts.  Knit in the front and back of each stitch.  Bind off purlwise.
Tassel:
Wind yarn around piece of cardboard in desired size.  Cut bottom of loop. 

Lay pieces flat.   Tie a separate piece of yarn around middle of bundle.  Fold bundle in half.  Tie piece of yarn 1/3 of the way down to form tassle.
