“BLISSFUL” COTTON DK FRINGED TODDLER SHELL
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Made from Debbie Bliss Cotton DK, this adorable toddler shell is a new twist on an old standard.  Easy to make—cute as a button on your little one!  Red and Purple sample shown in store fits size 9 months.

MATERIALS

Two Balls Debbie Bliss Cotton DK (main color)—RED

One Ball Debbie Bliss Cotton DK (contrasting color)--PURPLE

Left over Novelty Yarn for Collar (sample is Trendsetter Coconut-Purple)

Size 7 needle

Crochet Hook

Stitch Holder

MAKE TWO ALIKE PIECES

CO 40 sts with CC (purple).  Knit 5 rows.  Change to MC (red) and knit one row. Purl next row. Knit 2 more rows.  Change to CC, knit one row.  Purl one row.  Change to MC, knit one row.  Purl next row.  Knit 2 more rows.  

WORK NEXT ROWS IN THIS SEQUENCE

Change to CC, knit one row.  Purl one row.  

Change to MC knit 2 rows.  

Change to CC, knit one row.  Purl one row.

Change to MC, knit 2 rows.

Change to CC, knit one row.  Purl one row.

Change to MC, knit 2 rows.

Change to CC, knit one row.  Purl one row.

Change to MC, knit one row.  Purl one row. (no more raised rows—stockinette)

Change to CC, knit one row. Purl one row.

Change to MC, work in stockinette stitch for 20 rows.

Decrease for neck opening as follows.

Continuing with stockinette st in MC, K15, BO 10, K 15.  Join second ball of yarn (or work in short rows).  Dec 1 st each side of neck opening every other row 5 times.  Work 1 more row.  Place on stitch holder.  When second piece is ready, use three needle BO to join shoulder seams.

FINISHING

After shoulder seams are joined, sew up or crochet sides so that 4 ½” arm holes remain.  Take crochet hook and SC around neck edge with novelty yarn.  Cut 20 five inch strands of CC yarn for fringe.  With crochet hook, place 10 two-strands-each of fringe around bottom of front side neckline.
