BOCA SWEATER
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Fooled ya!  This “half-sweater” is just that!  Made to look like a sweater that drapes over the shoulder to keep the chill of aggressive air-coniditioning at bay, the Boca Sweater is a great project for beginners because it requires no gauge.  Make one in every color!

MATERIALS:

Approximately 600 yards of any yarn.  Sample shown in S.Charles “Twist”
Needles:  Size 4 and 8

20 inches of ¾ inch elastic

Body:

With size 8 needles, CO 70 sts.  Work in 1 x 1 rib for 5 inches.  Increase to 88 sts evenly across next row.  Work in 2 x 2 rib until piece measures 20 inches from bottom.  Change to smaller needles and work in 1 x 1 rib for 1 ½ inches.  Work 2 rows garter.  Work in 

1 x 1 rib for 1 ½ inches.  Bind off.

Sleeves:

With size 4 needles, CO 22 sts.  Work in 1 x 1 rib for 4 inches.  Change to larger needles and increase evely to 40 sts.  Knit until sleeve measures 17 inches.  Bind off.

Finish:

Fold top of body over and sew elastic into fold.  Sew on sleeves where ends of elastic and body meet.
