COLINETTE CADENZA KID’S SKI-CAP

Color Color Color!!!  Colinette’s Cadenza comes in a rainbow if colorways—in this sample we held two strands of Cadenza—one FIRE and one FLORENTINA  together to work up on a lightening speed size 10.5 needle.  I knitted this entire project on a one-way flight from North Carolina to sunny Palm Beach!  Hat fits a young kid up to age 13.
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MATERIALS

2 skeins Colinette Cadenza DK washable handy-dyed merino

Size 10.5 needles circular size 24 inch                                        Pom Pom Maker

CARRY 2 strands of CADENZA together throughout pattern!

PATTERN STITCH

Row 1 to 5:     Stockinette Stitch

Tow 6 and 7:  Reverse Stockinette Stitch

The body of the hat is worked as if on straight needles.  The bottom band is worked in the round.

DIRECTIONS:

With Size 10.5 needle, CO 40 sts with Cadenza DOUBLED.  Work in garter for 8 rows.  Work in pattern sts for 5 repeats.  When complete with next five rows of stockinette st, work garter for 7 more rows.  BO loosely.  

FINISHING
Flip fabric in half with pattern in the vertical and WS facing, sew or crochet side seams. With Cadenza doubled, PU and knit and even number of sts around the perimeter of bottom edge of hat. Purl 1 round, Knit 1 round.  Repeat twice.  BO loosely. Make two thick pom poms.  Attach in corners.  Weave in ends block to size.
