PRETTY PANDORA BIASED SCARF
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Knitting on the Bias is an easy technique to give an interesting angular look.  Knit this project as a scarf, or make a wide-biased warp—the choice is yours.  Simple add more stitches and GO!  Pandora is a cool, multi-textured yarn that changes from slubby, to lashes, to ribbon in random lengths.  You may choose to knit the entire pattern in garter or jazz it up by changing stitch patterns based on which texture you’re working with.

Materials

3 balls Trendsetter Pandora

Size 11 needles

CO 25 sts.  Knit one row.  On  next row and every other RS row thereafter:  Increase one stitch at the beginning of the row.  Work across the row in desired stitch and then when at at last 2 sts, complete row by K2TOG.  Every WS row, simply work in desired stitch with no increases or decreases.  HELPFUL TIP:  Place a safety pin on “increase row” as a reminder.

SUGGESTED STICTCHES for interest:

Slubs—consider yarnover/K2TOG for eyeletes.

Ribbon—consider a few rows of stickinette
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
