STAINED GLASS TODDER PULLOVER
designed by Robin Turner for Great Balls of YARN!
Enjoy a menagerie of color when working with a hand-dye and solid together to create a stained glass windowed effect.  This easy to knit toddler pullover looks detailed but
 really is a cinch to knit up!  Size 9 to 12 months.
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Materials

2 Skeins Colinette Jitterbug or Koigu Sock Yarn used as main color (MC)--Hold 2 strands together when knitting this pattern
2 balls Debbie Bliss Cashmerino Aran used as contrastic color (CC) –Hold 1 strand
Size 8 needles

SLIP STITCH PATTERN (Multiple of 5)  
ALWAYS SLIP THE CONTRASTING COLOR where Slips are Written. 

Slip stitch pattern is used with 2 contrasting yarns.  Simply slip the CC yarn from the solid line which begins with Row One of pattern.
Row 1:  Knit with CC

Row 2:  Purl with CC 

Join MC then proceed to row 3  (MC will be used where knits and purls are written)
Row 3: *S1, K4* to end

Row 4: *P4, S1* to end

Row 5:  Repeat Row 3

Row 6:  Repeat Row 4

Row 7:  Repeat Row 1
Row 8:  Repeat Row 2

Drag up MC on side then proceed to Row 9

Row 9:  K2 with MC, *S1,K4 * to end

Row 10:  P2 with MC, *S1, P4* to end

Row 11:  Repeat Row 9

Row 12:  Repeat Row 10
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DIRECTIONS

BACK

With CC, CO 50 sts.  Work in garter for 4 rows.  Begin Slip Stitch Pattern above six times.  Place sts on holder for 3 needle BO.
FRONT

Repeat directions for back; but only work in pattern five times.  Begin shaping neck opening at this point, all while working in pattern. When beginning sixth repeat, work across the row 15 sts, BO 20 sts , Join second ball of yarn and work 15 sts.  Dec 1 st at each neck edge every other row 5 times.  Do three needle BO to join should seams.  Join with CC so shoulders are in solid color.

SLEEVES:  (make two)  
PU 55 and knit with CC along side edge evenly.  Work in pattern once.  Continue in pattern but Dec 1 st at each edge every other row 8 times. After 3rd pattern repeat,  *K1, K2TOG* to end to decrease for cuff.  Knit 4 rows.  BO loosely.
FINISHING

Pick up and knit in CC evenly around neck edge (75 sts).  Work in garter st for 5 rows.  BO loosely.  Sew or crochet seams.  Weave in ends and block to size.
