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MAX’S ALPACA FLAP HAT

A classic for any kid at heart. Looks great walking down Seventh Avenue 

or on the slopes of Switzerland.  An easy project that makes up fast.  Use any heavy worsted weight yarn; or carry two DK yarns to get gauge.
MATERIALS:

4 balls Classic Alpaca (one ball of each color)

Size 9 circular needles, 1 crochet hook, stitch holders

SIZES:

Small, Medium, Large

Yarn is worked double throughout this hat.  Carry two strands as if one.

STRIPE PATTERN

2 rows main color A

4 rows color B

2 rows main color A

4 rows color C

2 rows main color A

4 rows color D

2 rows main color A

4 rows color C

2 rows main color A

4 rows color B

Continue in Main Color A for remainder of hat

EARFLAPS (make 2)

With #9 needles and 2 strands main color A, cast on 6 (6,8) sts.  Work in st st while increasing one stitch at each edge every other row 5 times until you have 16 (16,18) sts.  Work in st st in main color A until flap measures 3” (3”, 3.25”).  Place these 16 (16, 18) sts on holder. (Break yarn with 4” remaining.)
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HAT:

With #9 needles and 2 strands of main color A, CO 10 (10, 11) sts.  Knit across the 16 (16, 18) sts on the first holder, CO 26, (28, 28) sts for front of hat, knit across the 16 (16, 18) sts on second holder; CO 10 (10, 11) more sts.  You will have a total of 78 (80, 86) sts on the needle.  Do not join work.  Work in st st in the stripe pattern until piece measures 6” (6.5”, 7”) from cast on edge, ending on a WS row.  Decrease as follows:

Row 1: ( * K5, K2TOG *) across row.

Rows 2, 4, 6, & 8:  Purl.

Row 3:  ( * K4, K2TOG *) across row.

Row 5:  ( * K3, K2TOG *) across row.

Row 7:  ( * K2, K2TOG *) across row.

Row 9:  ( * K1, K2TOG *) across row.

Row 11: (* K2TOG *) across row.

Cut yarn, leaving 20 inches.  Thread yarn through remaining loops and sew down seam.  Weave in ends.  If desired, single crochet edge around entire perimeter of hat, including earflaps.  Also if desired, add I-cord with tassel to each earflap.
