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Michelle’s French Market Shawl
Designed by Robin Turner Palm Beach tm
A Parisian Marketplace provided me with the inspiration for this voluptuous shawl design.  Created with Fiesta Yarns’ La Boheme and Hanah Silk, this hand-dyed eyecatcher knits up with ease and travels well.  Wear it everywhere—tres chic, mon cherie!

MATERIALS

3 skeins Fiesta Yarns La Boheme (approx 350 yards)

1 or 2 spools Hanah Hand Dyed Silk 

29 inch size 15 circular needle

Model shown in color:  Salsa with corresponding silks

OPEN WORK ROW:  K1, INC1, * YO, K2TOG* INC1, K1

Cast on 10 sts.  Knit the first row.  Beginning with RS facing, inc 1 st at the beginning and end of each row at all times.  (I like to work my increase on the second-to- last st of the row—it makes for a cleaner looking side edge.)

Work in this garter pattern until piece measures 6 inches in height.  Begin next row working in the above OPEN WORK ROW pattern.  
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Knit back 1 row.  Repeat OPEN WORK ROW pattern.  Knit 8 more rows.  Work in OPEN WORK ROW; knit back.  Repeat OPEN WORK ROW.  Knit 8 more rows.  Work in OPEN WORK ROW; knit back.  Repeat OPEN WORK ROW.  Knit 8 more rows.  Work in OPEN WORK ROW; knit back.  Repeat OPEN WORK ROW.  Knit 8 more rows.  Work in OPEN WORK ROW; knit back.  Repeat OPEN WORK ROW.  
Knit 7 more rows.  Bind off loosely.  Gently weave silk through open work rows.  Fringe with desired lengths of La Boheme. Use remaining Hanah Silk to enhance fringe.  Voila, mon ami!  Magnifique!

Finished knitted triangle measurements:  78” long by 22” high
