STASH-KNITTED SHAWL

Stash knitting is all the rage—plus, it’s a great way to use up all those odds and ends that you just can’t throw away.  Using a plain garter stitch with novelty yarns in harmonious colors creates a one-of-a-kind garment that’ll keep your friends asking where you bought it!
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MATERIALS

One Size 9 Circular Needle  29” or longer.
Great Balls of Yarn Store Model Made with One half-skein Prism Cool Stuff in Sagebrush and approximately 300 yards of corresponding colored worsted weight yarns. (Total 450 yds.)
 Prism Cool Stuff is a great base to build your colors around because of its variety of hand-dyed hues. Simply tie your stash on as you go and weave in the ends when you’re finished!

With Size 9 circular needle, cast on 15 sts loosely.  Knit first row as foundation.  Beginning with the next row and each row thereafter, increase 1 stitch at beginning of row.  Randomly add yarns as you go.  The more random, the more interesting the shawl will evolve.  Try varying regular garter stitch with a “yarn-over” row when using smooth plain yarn.  Continue increasing until bottom mid-point of garment measures 27 inches or to desired length.  BO loosely and fringe with remaining stash yarn.
