BRIGHT and BUMPY TODDLER PONCHO

A marvelous project for a beginner knitter! In this poncho we used the seed stitch, but it will look equally cute in straight garter.  Simply make two rectangles and join them together.  This vibrant, hand-dyed boucle yarn makes this easy pattern look unusual and fun!
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MATERIALS

1 hank of Schaefer Yarn ELAINE

(sample shown in ½ hank of Elaine in Hermione and ½ hank Elaine in Kermie colorways, alternating every two rows.)

Size 11 needle

DIRECTIONS

fits size 3 toddler

MAKE TWO IDENTICAL PIECES that are 10” by 20” each.

With size 11 needle, CO 26 inches.  Work in seed stitch until piece measures 20 inches.  Bind off loosely.  To finish, place first piece vertically on table.  Place second piece at bottom, horizontally.  (This forms an L shape.)  Join edges.  Fold second piece toward you until the edge of that piece meets the left side of work.  Fold first piece toward you until edge meets top of second piece.  Join edges.  Add four tassels to bottom corners. Adorable! (
