SAGE and LAVENDAR DIAGONAL

DESIGNER THROW
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MATERIALS
One 36 inch size 11 circular needle

Approximately 2200 yards of corresponding yarns

(A great way to make a special gift with all your leftover stash!)

DIRECTIONS
With size 11 needle, CO 3 sts and knit one row.  Knit back. You will now begin working on the bias until you reach 150 sts.  This means Knit one st, increase one st, knit until 2nd last st, increase one stitch, K.  K next row.  Repeat this two row pattern until 150 sts are on your needle.When you have 150 sts, continue next 40 rows as follows:  *K first st, inc 1 st, K to last 2 sts, K2TOG.  Knit next row.  Repeat from * 20 times for a total of 40 rows.  Begin decreasing to form the rectangular shape of the body of the afghan as follows.  Knit row to last 2 sts, K2TOG.  K next row.  Repeat this 2 row pattern until only 3 sts remain on needle.  Bind off loosely.
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FINISHING

With RS facing, PU evenly across one side.  K 5 rows. BO loosely.  With RS facing,  PU at top of work, K 5 rows, BO loosely.  Turn work so unfinished top and bottom edges face you.  Again, with RS facing, PU evenly across bottom, K 5 rows, BO loosely.  With RS facing, PU evenly on last unfinished edge, K 5 rows, BO loosely.  Make four jumbo tassels with left over yarns.  Affix to corners.  Weave in ends.  Cool!
NOTE

This afghan was made up with about a dozen different yarns.  We varied the striping randomly, using both garter and stockinette stitch.  This decorator throw may be created with all garter stitch and as few yarn changes as you wish.  Have fun and be creative! Some of the most interesting designs are made with unlikely color combinations! (
