BLACK, WHITE AND RED ALL OVER
DRAMATIC DECORATOR THROW
Dramatic!  This exotic look will make any neutral room come alive!  A great alternative to knitting with wool, use up all your odd-balls in black in white novelties.

  The rich Hanah silk sets off the neutral with an unusual flair!
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MATERIALS

Size 13 circular needle at least 29 inches in length

Approximately 1900 yards of yarn—all one balls wonders—worsted weight in black and white (we used non-wools for our friends who have allergies…)
One spool of 2 ½ inch satin/silk hand dyed ribbon from Hanah Silk in your choice of  crimson

There is no pattern repeat—simply knit and purl as desired!  A liberating experience!

With Size 13 needle, loosely CO 150 stitches.  Begin knitting, changing yarns randomly throughout design.  When afghan measures 40 inches, end on wrong side row and BO loosely.  Finished size:  40 by 60 inches.  (Stripes run vertically.)  Fringe with fabric strips.  With your fingertips, weave in silk on top of throw where desired, securing each random length with a slip knot.  The more random, the more interest you will create!
