Back to Basics MICROWASH, this super soft yarn is a pleasure to work up AND care 
for…totally machine washable and dryable—daughter in law will love it! 

 

 
 

MATERIALS 
Robin Turner Back to Basics MICRO 

WASH 
3 balls Boy Blue and 2 Balls Lime 

Size I or J hook (depending on tension) 
 

DIRECTIONS 
Entire Project is Worked in Half Double 
Crochet.  Finished Size 26 x 18 inches. 

Pattern Sequence:  Blue = 5 rows, Lime 2 
rows. 

Note:  Add additional row of blue for 
beginning and ending row. 

 
Chain 73 with Blue. 

Row 1:    Work first  HDC in third ch from 
hook and each remaining ch.  (70 HDC.)  

Row 2:  Ch 3, HDC in each st across.  
Repeat Row 2 as needed for pattern 

sequence. 
 
 

Scalloped Edge with lime as follows.  Join lime, ch 3, work 3 DC in same st, *skip st,  
SC in next st, skip st, 4 DC in next * repeat from * ending with 4 DC in last st.   

Fasten off.   Use remaining yarn to fringe ends liberally.
